This has reference to your application No: FEE 37 CRZ 2008, dated
20.02.2008 fonvarded by the Secretary, Forest, Ecology and
Environment Department, Govt. of Karnataka and subsequent letter
dated 19.06.2009 seeking prior CRZ Clearance for the above project
under the Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) Notification, 1991. The
proposal has been appraised as per prescribed procedure in the light of
provisions under the Coastal Regulation Zone Notification, 1991 on the
basis of the mandatory documents enclosed with the application viz., the
Questionnaire, EIA, EMP and the additional clarifications fumished in
response to the observations of the Expert AppI'aisal Committee for
infrastructure project in its meetings held on 21st - 22nd May, 2009 and
25th - 26th June, 2009.

2. It is interalia, noted that the proposal involves the construction of
New Shipyard on a plot area of 10.0 acres. The site is located 11 Km
towards north of Malpe Harbor and 58 Km north of Mangalore Port.
Nearest town is Udupi which is 18.Km towards south. National Highway
17 passes 1.5 Km away from the site and Konkan railway line passes 7
Km away from the site. Nearest railway station is at Barkur which is 11
Km away from the site. The new shipyard is proposed along the eastem
bank of Seeta-Swarna Estuary, which is formed by the confluence of
Seeta and Swarna Rivers with Arabian Sea. The project site is located
about one km away from the sea mouth. The site has a waterfront of 206
m. The existing factory shed has an area of 7200 sq m and the office
building has an area of 515 sq m on the ground floor and 551 sq m in
first floor.



3. The proposed Shipyard will be capable of building 3-4 vessels at a
time .of 5,000 DWT and to repair all types of vessels such as tankers,
container, bulk carriers, tugs etc. It is also proposed to take up ship-
repair as a filler activity when the facilities are idle from shipbuilding
activities. The ship building processes and activities of the proposed
project will include parts fabrication or pre-assembling operations,
Fabricated/ assembled parts are joined together to sub blocks and then
these sub blocks together to blocks, Blocks are transported through the
shipyard and welded together at a ship building position in the
construction bay where ship is erected, Launching of the sip into the dry
dock by using a floating pontoon method, "Outfitting" of the ship's
plumbing, engines, pumps, ventilation ducts, electrical cable, stairs,
doors, ladders, and other equipment fittings. On completion of the
outfitting, the pontoon will be ballasted and the vessel movement out of
the dry dock to sea will be during high tide. The proposed infrastructure
will have one open fabrication area, three construction bays, one dry
dock, mobile cranes (3 nos.) and gantry cranes (4 nos.), utility workshop
shed of 600 sqln, generator room of 100 sqm., main switch board room
of 24 sq m., and a STP room of 66 sqm. Total water requirement is 10
KLD (source: panchayat water supply). The power requirement will be
450 KWA. A 750 KVA DG set will provide power back up. Total Project
Cost is estimated to be Rs.32.50 Crores.

4. There is no eco-sensitive area. The project site is surrounded by
industrial land on one side, agricultural. land on two sides and an
estuary on one side.

5. As per the Coastal Zone Management Plan, 7.68 acres falls in CRZ
- III and remaining falls outside CRZ. The Karnataka State Coastal Zone
Management Authority recommended the project vide letter no. FEE 37
CRZ 2008 dated 20.02.09.

6. The Expert Appraisal Committee, after due consideration of the
relevant documents submitted by the project proponent and additional
clarifications furnished in response to its observations, have
recommended for the grant of CRZ Clearance for the project.
Accordingly, the Ministry hereby accord necessary Coastal Regulation
Zone Clearance and its subsequent amendments, subject to strict
compliance of the terms and conditions as follows:

7. Specific Conditions :

(i) No ground water shall be tapped in CRZ area.

(ii) The hazardous wastes shall be collected, transported and
disposed <:s per the rules.

(iii) Hood extraction system shall be installed in painting areas to

~ the fugitive emissions.
